Organs of the United Nations

1. General Assembly is the main body of the UN,
consisting of 193 members. Each member country
has a right to vote and has onevote. The members
of “General Assembly” meet every year. In this
meeting, various international issues and necessary
actions needed to be taken are discussed.
Depending on the decisions the actions are carried
out.

2. The Security Council is the most powerful body of
the UN. It’s main responsibility is to maintain peace
inthe world. The members of the UN have to accept
the decisions made by the Security Council. There
are 15 members out of which five are permanent.
They are: United States of America, United
Kingdom, Russia, China, and France. Permanent
members have special powers called “The Veto
Power”.

3. A Secretariat is formed by the staff of the UN.

The
General Assembly choosesthe Secretary General for
five years. The name of Secretary General is
recommended by the Security Council.

4. International Court of Justice (ICJ) — It is the
judicial organ of the UN. Helps in solving legal
matters of the UN. Advicethe member countrieson
matters related to internationallaw and settles legal
disputes between them. It has 15 judges. Located
in the Hague, Netherlands.

5. The Economic and Social Council works under the
General Assembly. Looks after the various
programmes of the UN that are carried out to
provide help to developing nations also organizes
programmes related to education, health, and
culture. The Council also looks after the special
agencies that work for the poorand the needy.
