On July 30, 2024, a series of catastrophic landslides struck
the hilly regions of Kerala’s Wayanad district, resulting in
significant loss of life and widespread

destruction. The landslides, which occurred between
2AM and 4 AM, have caused429 deaths, over 378
injuries, and more than 130 missing. The most severely
impacted areas include Mundakai,
Attamala,Chooralmala, , and Noolpuzha villages,

with the heaviest damage reported in Mundakai and
Chooralmala. This landslide has caused many people to
lose their families, houses and lands.
