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The 2024 Summer Olympics, officially known as the
Games of the XXXIII Olympiad and branded as Paris
2024, is an international multi-sport event held from
July 24 to August 11, 2024, in France. The opening
ceremony took place on July 26. Paris serves as the host
city, with events also occurring in 16 other cities across
Metropolitan France and a subsite in Tahiti, French
Polynesia.

This marks the third time Paris has hosted the Summer
Olympics, following the 1900 and 1924 Games, making
it the second city, after London, to host the event three
times (London hosted in 1908, 1948, and 2012). The
theme of Paris 2024 is "Love and Shared Humanity,"
emphasizing global unity and connection through
sports. The 2024 Summer Olympics in Paris presents a
pivotal opportunity for India to showcase its growing
athletic prowess. Building on the momentum from the
2020 Tokyo Olympics, where India secured seven
medals, the country is poised to make a significant
impact.

Ayyankali
19 August 2024, Mavelikara —Dhawani Sarath, Class 5

Mahatma Ayyankali was one of the first social reformers
to come from a dalit family. He was born to parents,
Ayyan and Mala. The cast discrimination he faced as a
child turned him into a leader, often anti cast
movement, and who later faught for basic rights,
including access to public spaces and entry to schools.

He was also one of the earliest labour leaders from
Kerala and fought for the rights of agricultural labourers
long before such movements or workers organizations
came about politically.He founded the “Sadhujana
Paripalana sangham”.He passed away on 18 June 1941.
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
